Accessories  

Some classes may have accessories to compliment their costumes.  These accessories will be provided to the students during rehearsals.  

HAIR/MAKEUP

Hair

All girls’ hair must be secured in a low bun with a left part.  The bun must be wrapped with a hair net to match hair color.  Exception:  Hip hop routines will wear their hair down.  

Boys must have their hair neat and gelled.  

Make-Up

All girls are required to have stage make-up based on the following:

Earth Tone Eye Shadow

Black Eyeliner

Black Mascara

Red/Pink Blush

Burgundy/Red Lipstick with Lip liner to match

A Mary Kay makeup kit containing all of the above items is available for $20.00 through the studio for your convenience.  This is an optional purchase.  If you would like to purchase this kit please order from the office by Monday May 18th.

3. You can only enter and exit the auditorium in between dances.  No one will be allowed to enter the auditorium during a performance.

4. The studio is not responsible for dancers after they leave the backstage area.  Complete supervision is the responsibility of the parent.

Introduction to Dance …. for 2-5 y/o - $129/week, Monday – Friday, 9am-12pm
This beginner’s camp for 2,3,4, and 5-year-olds incorporates basic movements as needed in ballet, tap, and jazz alongside a creative curriculum that includes all aspects of dance & the arts. Each day will include a 90-minute fast paced dance session showcasing different forms of street dance such as hip hop, crumping, and pop-lock.  Improvisation and choreography will be integral to this camp, and will be demonstrated on the final day of camp at an in-studio demonstration.  
Intensive Dance Work-Out….for Competitive Dancers - $275/week, Monday-Friday, 10am – 3:30pm
Is your child passionate about dance?  This camp is designed to nourish and foster the advanced dancer.  Each day will include a 90-minute ballet class, paired with other subjects such as jazz, tap, lyrical, modern, musical theatre, strength & conditioning, and the occasional dance academic.  Throughout the week, dancers will have the unique opportunity to work with guest teachers from the Chicago area, and will be exposed to the vital knowledge dancers should carry with themselves through their dance career.
